Dr. Bob Evans joined BCM International (Bible Centered Ministries, International) in 1985 as Director of European 

Ministries. When communism fell, Bob spearheaded BCM’s ministry into Russia, the Ukraine, and the Eastern Bloc 

countries. He initiated the translation and production of BCM Bible-teaching materials into a number of the Eastern 

European languages. During this period he saw BCM’s missionary family double in size across Europe and expand 

to many new countries.

In 1998, Bob was appointed President of BCM.  A major initiative was to develop a strategic plan for BCM’s global 

ministry and to articulate a clear ministry focus:  “Reaching Children and Developing Churches Worldwide.”  Today 

the BCM missionary force numbers more than 700 with ministry in 52 countries.

“majority” world countries.  He represents BCM on college and seminary campuses and in local churches, challenging 

individuals to consider becoming involved in the task of world evangelization.
